
This exhibition is drawn from the print holding of the City of Fremantle Art Collection. It celebrates 
the work of printmaker Peter Burgess and illustrates the positive impact of the Shell Fremantle Print 
Award upon the growth of Fremantle’s National print holding.

Peter Burgess uses photography as a mechanism and source for his early hyperrealist landscape 
prints. He draws upon the evidence of the cameras ‘disembodied eye’ as inspiration for his Award 
winning digital print SURVEYING THE FIELD #1 vs.2.

Over the last fifteen years, Burgess has produced a challenging and insightful body of serialised 
prints which respond to ideas associated with the writing of cultural theorist Raymond Williams 
(1921-1988) and his analysis of mass visual culture ideology and practice .

Burgess was born in Sydney, was a resident of New York for twenty years where he studied 
printmaking and photography in 1977-81, before returning to Australia in 1998. 

Four works presented here were acquired from the Shell Fremantle Print Award either as an Award 
winner in 2004 or purchased by the City in 1977 and 1978. Shell’s longstanding patronage of the 
Award has directly benefited the growth of the Burgess print holding. It is in recognition of this 
relationship, that the artist recently donated two complimentary prints to the Collection which are 
exhibited here.

The City of Fremantle Art Collection is largely a collection of works on paper including prints, artist 
books, photographs, watercolours and drawings. The Collection boasts over 450 Australian prints 
spanning both contemporary and historical works and actively builds upon this holding by acquiring 
new edition prints and artworks using print media from local and national exhibitions.
